The guiding principle of the design was
Tenure to make the best use of what was a
Market Sale and poorly maintained and undervalued site,
Affordable (Including whilst respecting the historic character of

Retirement Homes) the town’s Conservation Area.
The architectural detailing of the
buildings compliments that of St. Neots
historic  vernacular. The carefully
considered urban design of the
development underlines the innovative
approach that was taken to ensure the
buildings sit comfortably with the existing
landscape.

The scheme consists of two distinct built
elements, with one part designed around
a new urban square and the other
comprising retirement homes
accommodated in a sensitively designed
building. These two elements overlook a
central landscaped open space, which
means the scheme possesses
interesting contrasts between urban

Woods Hardwick space and open space.
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
