The site is fronted by a navigable waterway and 
for the benefit of the occupants there is the 
opportunity to take advantage of the many 
moorings available. 
 
Timber frame construction has been chosen by 
our client in order to fast track the ‘on-site’ phase 
of the work. Woods Hardwick being aware of the 
need to co-ordinate the full design process prior to 
the fabrication of the frame, have worked closely 
with structural engineers, M&E consultants and 
the timber frame suppliers to complete the design 
in time for the start on site. 
 
Since the Egan reports on rethinking construction 
and the review of our skills base in the industry, 
Woods Hardwick have continued to keep abreast 
of the developments in the ‘off-site’ manufacture 
of finished components and volumetric elements. 
Fabrication in clean and quality controlled 
workshops responds to the need to raise 
standards, whilst accepting that there is currently 
a skills shortage of site operatives within the 
industry.
